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RATIONALE: The Kestrels will be given a letter from NASA and later introducing Columbus. After some initial discussion the children will use secondary information to discover the identity of the two explorers and learn why they are famous. With this research, they will create a variety of information texts; but will also be inspired to write some imaginative stories about visiting the moon.  Alongside this, we will investigate a range of materials that we have here on planet Earth. At the end of the project, the children will work together to open their very own space museum to showcase the wealth of knowledge they have discovered.





One Small Step…
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HOOK: Letter will arrive from NASA asking the children to research and keep alive the memory of Neil Armstrong.  Later in the project they will then be asked to compare him with Christopher Columbus.

Talk about the consequences on our lives following Columbus discoveries and the moon landing.


Describe how Neil Armstrong and Christopher Columbus’ lives as explorers differed.


Find reasons things have changed since the first moon landing and Columbus’ time.

Children to create a museum to showcase what they have learnt throughout the project.
